	Inspect switch --Keep out of wet area--

	Set voltage settings and set machine
	Incorrect welding procedures can be the cause of weld failure
	Proper polarity and current settings should be checked prior to welding

	Install welding rods
	Electrical shock
	Turn off switch --Keep out of wet area--Do not ground yourself--

	Start welding
	If not welding correctly electrocution could occur
	Perform this task only if you have been trained. Use equipment only with teacher's permission.
